Mary went to work in a furniture store, and for many years hated her boss.  Then, at 
age 35, she married him!  Harry Maximillion Ritter was a wonderful husband and  
father, and Mary says she had a marriage made in Heaven.  She asked Harry's moth-
er one time why she named him  "Maximillion" and she said she thought he was going 
to be a millionaire.  Mary said  it didn't work.   
 
Mary didn't work in the store anymore, but three years later the dream of her life came 
true - she had a baby girl,  Andrea.  Andrea is an only child and helps Mary out when 
she needs it.  Mary says, "I am the luckiest person in the world, to have a family who 
takes such good care of me."  Andrea is married to James, and they have two  
children, Jeremiah, age 18, and Abigail, age 13.  They live in Pinedale. 
 
Mary has lived all over the US through the years, including New York, New Jersey, 
North Carolina (where her husband died),  Cody, Wyoming, Louisiana, Alaska (for 10 
years) and Pinedale.   She worked at Walmart for 5 years in Louisiana, and that is 
when she lost her eyesight.
