 LENDING CLOSET:  Do you need temporary medical equipment? We have a lend-
ing closet with various assistive devices that are available for short term lending.  
The closet includes bath benches, tub transfer benches, canes and crutches, an elec-
tric recliner, wheel chair ramps for stairs and thresholds, pill boxes, walkers, toilet 
seat risers, wheelchairs, and electric wheelchairs.  There are also books and videos 
about various medical topics.  We also have some baby furniture.  Please let us 
know what you are in need of. 

 CONGREGATE MEALS:  Come and eat with us each day, Monday - Friday, Noon -
12:30pm.  The Salad bar is available at 11:30. Our great kitchen staff, under the su-
pervision of Sue Eversull, does a wonderful job of providing highly nutritious, dietitian 
approved, delicious meals.  Suggested donation is $4.00 for seniors and their spouses, 
and $7.00 for guests under age 60.  Anyone under the age of 60 needs to be accompanied by a 
senior.    Reservations by 10:00am are helpful, at 367-2881. 

 HOME DELIVERED MEALS:  Home delivered meals are available to those individuals 
homebound and in need of this service.  Call Jeanene at 367-2881 if you, or anyone you 
know, needs this service on-going, or in a temporary situation (such as recovering from 
recent surgery). 

 TRANSPORTATION:  Rendezvous Pointe provides transportation, 8am - 4pm, to and 
from appointments, shopping, banking, voting, to and from Rendezvous Pointe for 
lunch and activities, and much more.  Call 367-2881 for a ride a day ahead. Call 
Jeanene to schedule out of town trips for doctor appointments. 

 COMMUNITY BASED IN-HOME SERVICES:  Following an assessment and with ap-
proval,   Rendezvous   Pointe   can   provide light housekeeping and personal care.  
Call Jeanene if you are interested in this service. 

 PERSONAL EMERGENCY RESPONSE SYSTEMS or  LIFE LINES:  Life Lines are 
available at an initial cost of $50.00, and a small fee for checking the system periodi-
cally and replacing batteries.  The Sheriff’s Office will respond when the Life Line is 
activated.  If you are interested, call 367-2881, and ask for Jeanene.

Buzz receives several services from Rendez-
vous Pointe: 

 Lifeline - "I really like that.  So far, knock 
on wood, I haven't had to use it, but hav-
ing it takes a lot of pressure off my mind". 

 Meals - "I stay and eat on days that I 
come in for an activity or the coffee time 
on Fridays.  It's good to get out and visit 
with someone you wouldn't ordinarily 
visit with.  It's good to see the people, and 
I like most of the meals." 

 Transportation - "When the roads are bad 
and I can't drive my go-cart, or my wheel-
chair would get stuck in the mud, I call for 
a ride." 

 Home Delivered Meals - "There are times 
when the weather is really bad and be-
cause of my condition I don't want to fall, 
so I call for a meal to be delivered home." 

 

"If these services weren't available to me I 
would be very limited in what I could do.  The 

day will come when we all will need help."

"Once a month, Rendezvous Pointe will now also offer seniors one trip to either Jackson or 

Rock Springs on a "floating day."   This will be any day of the month except when the regular 

trips are planned.  This floating day will  accommodate those whose doctors or medical practi-

tioners can only schedule a major medical procedure on a specific day and time.  Since this 

floating day is the exception, not the rule, the fee for it is $50.00.  Although Rendezvous Pointe 

will take a single senior on a floating day, we will notify others who may wish to take ad-

vantage of that day, too."

On the subject of the U.S Congress and its job rating there is a very good chance that you share the 

view of the vast majority of Americans. While never popular, you may not know that late last year the 

CBS/New York Times poll found that Americans awarded Congress an all time low of 9 percent job 

approval. Eighty-four percent disapproved and seven percent were “not sure.” The Gallup Poll found 

that a mere 11 percent approved of the job Congress is doing while eighty-six percent disapproved and 

only three percent were “not sure.”  

 

Gallup also found that thirty percent of Americans approved of pornography – three times the number 

of those who approve of Congress. 

 

Wouldn’t you think that such all time low approval ratings would stop the bickering and paralysis? 

Guess again.  

 

Warren Buffett has the right idea. In an interview with CNBC he said, “I could end the deficit in 5 

minutes. You just pass a law that says anytime there is a deficit of more than 3 percent of GDP (Gross 

Domestic Product, the measure of the U.S economic activity), all sitting members of Congress are inel-

igible for re-election.” 

 

Incidentally, in 2011 the deficit was 8.6 percent of GDP. 

 

 Some other thoughtful people have joined Buffet to propose the Congressional Reform Act of 2011. 

Here are its major provisions. 

 

1. No tenure and no pension. A Congressman (or woman) collects a salary while in office and re-

 ceives no pay when they are out of office. 

2. Congress (past, present and future) shall participate in Social Security like most Americans. All 

 funds from the congressional retirement fund will move into Social Security. 

3. Congress can purchase their own retirement plan, just as all Americans may. 

4. Members of Congress may no longer vote themselves a pay raise. Congressional pay will rise by the 

 lower of the Consumer Price Index or three percent. 

5. Congressional members will lose their current health care plan and participate in same health care 

 system as the American people. 

6. Congress must abide by all the laws they impose on the American people. 

 

Serving in Congress is an honor, not a career. Our Founding Fathers envisioned citizen legislators, so 

ours should serve their terms and then go home and back to work.
